METROPOLITAN ESSEX DISTRICT CRICKET BOARD

COMPETITIONS REGULATIONS

1. These regulations shall apply to any Competition organised by or under the auspices of the Metropolitan Essex District Cricket Board (hereinafter called MEDCB).

2. Such Competitions shall be controlled and directed by the Competitions Standing Sub-Committee (hereinafter called the Sub-Committee).

3. Any club participating in such Competitions must be in membership of the MEDCB. Clubs whose subscriptions are in arrears may be excluded from a Competition. Any entry fee payable shall be due before the commencement of the Competition and shall not be refunded.

4. The Laws of Cricket shall apply except as amended by the Match rules governing a Competition.

5. Any player must be a full playing member of the Club represented as at the 15th April. Players joining a Club after this date (and who are taking part in a competition) must be notified to the Sub-Committee. No player shall play for more than one Club in any Competition per season. Any age qualification shall be as at midnight on 31st August previous to that of the season of the Competition.

6. All players will be expected to wear appropriate cricket dress.

7. In Competitions organised on a league basis the team shown first on the fixture list shall be deemed to be the home team.

8. Matches shall be played on or by the date(s) nominated by the Sub-Committee. In the event of inclement weather or other acceptable reason matches shall be played on or by the alternative date(s) nominated by the Sub-Committee.

9. A team failing to attend a fixture shall be deemed to have lost the match. Matches involving a team not fulfilling its commitments to a Competition on a league basis shall be disregarded for results purposes.

10. Each team shall be expected to provide an Umpire (not otherwise participating in the match) and a scorer.(Except in Competitions where these are provided by the MEDCB).

11. The winning club shall be responsible for notifying the Competition Secretary by telephone the result of the match within 48 hours. In the event of any other conclusion the home club shall advise as such. Failure to comply with the above may be subject to such penalties as detailed in Regulation 16.

12. The Sub-Committee in its absolute discretion shall be empowered to act in any matters pertaining to a Competition.

13. Any complaint by one entrant club against another entrant club must be made in writing to the Secretary of the allegedly offending club. A copy of the complaint must be forwarded to the Secretary of the MEDCB within 7 days.

14. Subsequently any party to the complaint may request an enquiry to investigate the complaint. Such request must be in writing and received by the Secretary of the MEDCB within a further 7 days. The Secretary of the MEDCB must convene a meeting of the Sub-Committee within a further 7 days, to which all parties to the complaint shall be allowed to be represented by two members of their club.

15. Such procedures above shall not preclude the Sub-Committee from taking any appropriate action in the interests of the Competition.

16. The Sub-Committee in its absolute discretion shall be empowered to reprimand; to suspend; to fine; to determine the result of a match;to deduct league points from; to disqualify; or recommend removal from membership; or any combination thereof for any conduct of a club or its players considered detrimental to the MEDCB or the game.

17. The decision of the Committee of the MEDCB shall be final in any matters arising from a Competition.

18. Trophies shall be re-presented annually. The Sub-Committee reserve the right to place clubs into Competitions considered suitable to their playing strength.
