Notice to All Participating Clubs
Introduction

This memorandum summarises the entry conditions for all participating clubs in the youth indoor leagues at the Peter May Centre and Bancroft’s. Drawing on established entry conditions and clarification of related administrative requirements, it has been prepared for all clubs with a request that its contents are communicated to all players and spectators who attend the matches.

Entry Conditions
1. Each participating club will 

(a) Adopt appropriate Conduct and Child Protection Policies in accordance with prevailing ECB requirements. 

(b)  Appoint a suitably experienced manager to accompany and supervise the team. Responsibilities of the manager will include supervision of the team’s players and spectators and the assessment of the safety of the playing environment having regard to the risk involved
2 Matches will be played with a soft ball handed out by the nominated umpire at the commencement of each match and collected at its conclusion. No other cricket balls or other physical activity (other than warming up by the players and team coach prior to a match commencing) will be permitted in the sports hall during the allotted time it is booked for matches. 
3  Players and spectators arriving late will be permitted to enter the hall but no one else will be permitted to enter or leave the hall while matches are in progress.

(a) Teams and spectators are not permitted into the hall before so instructed by the umpires. This includes the time prior to the first games. This will not be before the previous matches have concluded. They must assemble and toss up outside the hall and they will be accompanied into the hall by the umpires.
(b)  Except in an emergency players and spectators will not be permitted to leave the hall until their match has been concluded. At this time exit should be prompt.
4 Matches must commence within five minutes of the scheduled time. In the event of delay a shorter match will be requested by the umpire whose decision will be final. For matches that may commence later than ten minutes from the scheduled time the umpire may ‘award’ the match and may at his/her discretion permit a limited over friendly.
5. All matches will be concluded at the scheduled closure time. In the event of delay points will be awarded by the tournament manager at his discretion.
